Observation and Reconnaisance 1

Warm-Up and Take—Off‘ 2 minutes at Normal Rated Power at Sea Level

Climb: On course to 10 ,000 feet

Cruise Out: At speeds for best range at 10,000 feet

Descent: To sea level loiter for 10 minutes at speeds for maximum endurance
Climb: On course to 10,000 feet

Cruise Back: At speeds for best range at 10,000 feet

Reserve: 10% of initial fuel load

Warm-Up and Take-Off: 2 minutes at Normal Rated Power at Sea Level
Climb: On course to 10,000 feet

Cruise: At speeds for best range at 10,000 feet

Reserve: 10% of initial fuel

Litter Evacuation SQZ

Warm-Up and Take-Off: 2 minutes at Normal Rated Power at Sea Level

Climb: On course to 10,000 feet

Cruise out at speeds for best range at 10,000 feet

Land: At remote base and discharge 2 passengers, pick up two litter patients
Warm-up and Take-off: 2 minutes at normal rated power at sea level

Climb: On course to 5000 feet

Cruise Back: At speeds for best range at 5000 feet

Reserve: 10% of initial fuel load

Mission Time: Excludes Warm-Up, Take-Off and Reserve Loiter Time
Cycle Time: Excludes Warm-Up and Take-Off Time
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
